The Grange Company of Target Archers Inc. started in 1947 and is the oldest archery club in Queensland.  The club has its target field and an indoor archery facility at Samford, and also uses a field course at Closeburn just north of Samford in the Moreton Bay Regional Council north west of Brisbane. 





The club invites memberships from a range of ages and abilities and members range from ten years to eighty plus.  Archery is a sport that almost anyone can participate in, including many disabled.  You don’t have to have any particular physical attribute to become good at the sport so come along and have a go...its great fun and the company is very friendly!





Archery can be enjoyed at a social level, as a self improvement discipline or for the competitively minded at club, state, national, international and Olympic level.





At the Grange Company of Target Archers we participate in many different aspects of the sport such as; 


Target shooting - shooting at fixed coloured targets at set distances


Field shooting - where you progress around a range shooting at targets of different types at either marked or unknown distances


Clout - shooting at a target on the ground at distance


Flight - where the objective is to see how far you can shoot an arrow





The Grange Company of Target Archers Inc is affiliated with Archery Australia through the South Queensland Archery Society Inc.  





The club has a year long calendar (with weekend, mid week and night shooting times) and novices are encouraged to shoot designated rounds so that they can map their progress and obtain achievement medals or awards.  For new members there is the OzBow scheme that is a great encouragement for their development.  





Club membership fees for juniors are $33, seniors $55, and for a family $110 and a joining fee may apply.  In addition there is an affiliation fee which ranges $80 for juniors to $115 for seniors, which covers you for insurance.  





However before you need to join the club you can come and try the sport by enrolling in a beginner’s course for $75 for 3 weekend sessions.  At the beginner courses you can learn how to shoot correctly, safety procedures, how to score and about the different types of archery. Courses are held every few months but are very popular.  When you have successfully completed the course you can then apply to join the club.  





As a new club member you don’t need to purchase equipment straight off as the club has hire equipment. So don’t rush out and buy a bow as we can help you get the correct gear.  Members pay $8 to hire equipment and shoot, whereas those members with their own equipment pay a shooting fee of only $4 each time they shoot.





The club has qualified coaches to help members and runs coaching sessions which members may join in on so as to advance to the next level of skill.  You will also be able to learn about equipment maintenance, bow tuning and things you need to know about to buy your own bow and arrows.





So come along and try an Olympic Gold Medal Sport!  It’s great fun!
